The REF-Union is pleased to present you the Rugby World Cup Award (RWCA).

A special event call will be activated in each city where the matches would take place :

Saint-Denis (93) – Stadium playing the Final :

Oct 6 and 7; Oct 12, 13, and 14 ; Oct 18, 19, and 20.

Paris (75) - Stadium playing the Third place : Parc des Princes :Sep 8,9,10 ; Sep 18,19,20 ; from Sep 27 to Oct 01 ; Oct 18,19,20

· TM2RWC
Bordeaux (33) : Sep 8,9,10 ; Sep 14,15,16 ; from Sep 24 to Oct 01.

· TM3RWC
Lens (62) : Sep 7,8 and 10 ; from Sep 17 to 27.

· TM4RWC
Lyon (69) : from Sep 7 to 20.
· TM5RWC
Marseille (13) : Sep 7, 8 ; Sep 11, 12 ; Sep 21, 22 ;

from Sep 30 to Oct 2 ; from Oct 5 to 9.

· TM6RWC
Montpellier (34) : from Sep 11 to 17 ; from Sep 21 to 24 ;
from Sep 30 to Oct 2.
· TM7RWC
Nantes (44) : from Sep 8 to 11 ; from Sep 20 to 29.

· TM8RWC
Saint-Étienne (42) : from Sep 8 to 12 ; from Sep 25 to 

Oct 3.

· TM9RWC
Toulouse (31) : from Sep 11 to 17 ; from Sep 23 to 29

OPERATION and QSL cards:

All licensed hamradio operators and short wave listeners ( SWL’s) can apply for this reward, during the Rugby World Cup 2007, from September the 7th (0h 00) to October the 20th (24h 00).

· trafic is possible on all the bands and transmission modes usually attributed to hams radio.

· The QSOs by ECHOLINK are excluded.

· To obtain  the QSL cards (offered by the REF-Union), 
follow instructions given by the operator in each participating city, to know the QSL Manager. 

· Each special callsign would be activated during the entire period of the RWC.

CONDITIONS TO GET THE AWARD .

The Diplôme Manager is F5IL. To get the award, the QSL cards are not necessary. Only an extract of the Log book is required.

Requests send before December 31th 2008, must mentioned the surname and first name of the candidate, his call sign and the adress where the candidate want to receive his award.

This is a non-lucrative award. For each request, 7 €, 10 $ US or 10 IRC must be joined, to cover impression and expedition costs. 

You must contact a defined number of TMs, respecting the following conditions:

· RWC GOLD Award : all the TMs (10)

· RWC Silver Award : 8 TM for stations located in Europe, and 5 TM for stations from other Continents. 

· RWC Bronze Award : 5 TM for stations located in Europe, and 3 TM for stations from other Continents.

· RWC VHF Award; 3 TM for All
